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The 10th International Conference on Numerical Methods for Multi-Material Fluid Flow (MultiMat 2022) will be held in Zürich (see Figure 1) and will push forward the state-of-the-art in the field of multi-phase and multi-material flow problems. Researchers from academic and/or laboratory institutions will focus their discussions on relevant numerical methods and their analysis as well as on the modeling of complex multi-material flows.

Topics will include: Lagrangian hydrodynamics, Arbitrary Lagrangian Eulerian (ALE) methods, Eulerian methods, high order methods, mesh-free methods, interface reconstruction methods, multiphase flows, numerical methods for heat conduction and for complex constitutive models.
